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TITLE I SCHOOL-LEVEL PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT POLICY


With approval from the local governing board, Antelope Valley High School has developed a written Title I parent and family engagement policy with input from parents and family members of participating children. Involvement of Parents in the Title I Program
The policy describes the means for carrying out Title I parent and family engagement requirements. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[b][1])
To involve parents and family members in the Title I program at Antelope Valley High School, the following practices have been established: 
. The school convenes an annual meeting, at a convenient time, to which all parents of participating children shall be invited to attend and encouraged to attend, to inform parents and family members of their school’s participation in the Title I program and to explain the requirements, and the right of the parents to be involved. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][1])
AVHS will be informing parents of Title 1 students their rights and requirements at Back to School Night and through the Principal’s Newsletter.
a. The school offers a flexible number of meetings, such as meetings in the morning or evening, and may provide, with Title I funds, transportation, child care, or home visits, as such services relate to parent involvement. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][2])
The school will provide several opportunities for parent and family involvement including meetings during the school day, and in the afternoons after the conclusion of the school day. It will include information shared at various ELAC meetings, SSC meetings, and other school meetings throughout the year. Invitations and compacts are available in both English and Spanish and bilingual messages are sent home via the telephone system.
b. The school involves parents in an organized, ongoing, and timely way, in the planning, review, and improvement of the school’s Title I program, including the planning, review, and improvement of the school parent and family engagement policy and the joint development of the schoolwide program plan. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][3])
The calendar and the PFEP will be discussed at the first Title 1 meeting of the school year, scheduled for September 24, and the minutes from the School Site Council Meetings are posted on the website. Parents and families are invited to all SSC meetings to provide input on Title 1 Programs during the time the Title 1 information is shared. 
c. The school provides parents of participating children with the following: 

1. Timely information about the Title I program. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][4][A])
Information is shared and available on the school website, emailed home flyers through the school messaging app called PeachJar, through the school telephone messaging system and email.
2. A description and explanation of the curriculum in use at the school, the forms of academic assessment used to measure student progress, and the achievement levels of the challenging State academic standards. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][4][B])
Information is shared at Title 1 meetings, Virtual Back to School Night teacher videos, through PowerSchool, Quarterly Progress Reports, the School Website, and SBAC/ELPAC Reports
3. If requested by parents, opportunities for regular meetings to formulate suggestions and to participate, as appropriate, in decisions relating to the education of their children, and respond to any such suggestions as soon as practicably possible. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][4][C])
The school provides opportunities for parent feedback the SSC meetings, the Parent Advisory Committee, through email and parent-teacher meetings.
4. If the schoolwide program plan is not satisfactory to the parents of participating children, the school submits any parent comments on the plan when the school makes the plan available to the local educational agency. (20 U.S.C. § 6318[c][5])
Parent comments and concerns are included in the minutes of SSC and Title 1 meetings. These are reviewed, considered and discussed by administration and staff.
